Most of the lower Wisconsin River is undis-

turbed with good water quality, and it offers a

refugium for S. notatus. Further collecting

could also reveal other locations along the

upper Mississippi River. Continued protection

of these rivers would be necessary to insure the

survival of this wary and elusive species.

Voucher specimens were depostited in the

Illinois State Museum at Springfield and the

Florida State Collection of Arthropods at

Gainesville.
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The rare gomphine, Stylurus notatus, has rarely

been observed in the United States since the

early 1940s. In 1973, an adult male was caught

on the Potomac River in Virginia(Frank Carle,

pers. comm.). Apparently, no other specimens

have been taken since then.

Recently, the juniorauthor and W.A. Smith

collected a male adult from the Wisconsin River

in southern Wisconsin in June of 1987. A

follow-up expedition consisting of Carl Cook,

Ken J. Tennessen, and Jerrell J. Daigle collected

a good series of larvae, exuviae, and patrolling

adults from the Wisconsin River in July, 1987.

More adults were later captured by Vogt and

Smith in August, 1987.
